A reminder to parents, that everyone must have a 
swimming cap for swimming lessons and 
swimming club.  At present P&C don’t have any 
swimming caps available for sale. 
 

 
 
Can Parents and Carers please read the current 
tuckshop menu, and check that the orders are only 
written out for the 2nd lunch break only. They are the 
items on the right column of the menu only. The first 
lunch break is not to be ordered on paper, as items 
may vary weekly.  It gives the students a chance to 
buy items just like in a shop. 
  



Our new tuckshop menu items have been 
categorised into G, A or R , which is the 'traffic' codes 
of healthy choices on school menu's. G = Green 
(healthiest), A = Amber (buy/eat sparingly and in 
moderation) & R = Red (not so healthy, high in 
fat/sugar or salt). This way it gives children and 
adults an easier guide to choosing a healthly lunch 
item. 
  
We still have to remind some students to use their 
manners when asking / receiving their food, and 
funnily enough when we say 'Pardon!', if they haven't 
asked for an item with a 'please', the child then yells 
their request louder, thinking we have a hearing 
impairment and haven’t heard them properly. All we 
ask is that they say please & thank you when being 
served, they get one when they are served, and it is 
only a small gesture after all the hard work our 
helpers do to feed the school community. 
  
On that note, I have not had much response from 
parents about helping in the tuckshop. I only have 
heard from 2 grandparents, and I thank them very 
much for coming in to help with food preparations, or 
for adding their name to our small list of helpers.

Summer is here and this year I am going to be spending a 
lot of time reminding people about preventing 
dehydration. 
 
When working outside people get caught up in what they 
are doing and just don’t drink enough water or they make 
the mistake of thinking that alcohol, energy or caffeine 
drinks are the same as drinking water. 
 
There is nothing wrong with drinking these in moderation 
but they do not replace or act as good as water.  A regular 
mistake that people, make is to think that energy drinks 
are better than water.  Nothing is better than water, for 
every energy drink consumed you should drink 10 
equivalent amounts of water. 
 
The golden rule for alcohol is to wait until after you have 
finished working as alcohol will help to dehydrate your 
body even further. 
 
A good indicator of dehydration is your urine.  If have not 
urinated in a while or you notice your urine getting darker 
it is time to rest, cool off and have a good drink of water 
before getting back into it.
